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Explosive Growth of Asian American
Small Businesses Fuel Local Economies

JOHN WANG

One of the most dramatic findings of the 1990 census is how immigrants, particularly
Asian immigrants, have helped to alter the nation's populztion landscape during the past
decade. Asians have been pinpointed as the most rapidly growing group in the country
The Census Bureau estimated their numbers are increasing seven times faster than the
general population.

While their influence can be seen in many areas of social and palitical life, perhaps
the greatest impact Asians have is on the local economies of areas where they are
concentrated The success of Asian Americans in New York State provides a good case
in point.

Since the liberalization of U §. immigration laws in 1965, there has been a dramatic
increase in the immigrant population and the establishment of new ethnic neighborhoods
in New York City. Through a combination of ingenuity, entrepreneurial drive and sheer
hard work, Asian Americans have made sigmficant contnbutions to the city's economy

Although the rapid expansion and growing importance of Asian small businesses in
the city and state have been gaining increasing recognition from both the government
and private sectors, little attention has been given to the existence of economic and
social barmers which impede the advancement of Asian small businesses into the
mainsiream economy

The greatest barriers that confront Asian American small businesses are:

*® Lack of training in management, financing and marketing skills,
* Inadequate business organization and infrastructure, and
* Limited access to business resources, information

and new markets.

Asian American businesses clearly need support and assistance from both the
government and private sectors (o improve their ability to compete in the mainssream
marketplace. At the same time, they must be viewed as a tremendous resource for
economic development. While facing serious obstacles to their growth, Asian American
businesses no! only produce jobs and wealth in the Asian American community and
contnbute to the expansion of the total economy, they can also help to develop a vast

array of business opportumties for New York State in the booming Asian Pacific region.

In reality, many of the Asian American export and import companies are already
performing the role of unoffictal agents in assisting U.S. manufacturers to do business
with countries in the Far East. Among the various functions they perform include:

* Helping to develop linkage between New York State and the Asia Pacific
region through their frequent travel.

* [dentifying and promoting business opportunities for New York State
companies from their own business practice and contacts.

* Directly and indirectly promoting New York State as a place for
business and investment for Asia-based companies.

* Becoming sources of information for Asia-based companies who
are interested in doing business with New York State.

Diespite these wvital functions perfarmed by Asian American businesses, there is little
recogretion and understanding in government on how to utilize this rich resource to
further strengthen trade ties between New York State and the Asia Pacific region.

Al the same time, many Asian American companies have difficulties in domestic
sourcing; and U S. manufacturers have little knowledge and expertise in exporting.
Taken together, many export opporntunities may have been lost as a result of lack of
adequate export support or lack of channels to bring export assistance to these
compaxes

It is important that federzl, state and city government recognize both the strengths
and weakness of Asian American businesses and develop programs to assist them in
overcoming obstacles to their growth. At the same time, government should take
advantage of what these businesses can offer to expand trade opportunities with Asia

Pacific countries

By assisting Asian American small business today, government can make an
investment which will vield a high rate of retum for the future of the economy

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Limited Liability Companies(LICs)
The New Business Structure

In 1977, ¥Wyoming anacted a statute that permitted
the establishment of a brand-new form of business structurs:
the Limited Liability Company (LLC). It was not until 1988
that the LLC began to galn acceptances by other Stataes after
the Interpal Reveanuas Service issued a Revenue Ruling which
concluded that a Wyoming LLC could be clagsifiad as a
partnership for federal income tax purposes. New York State
adopted the LLC legislation in July of 1934. As of today,
LLC legislation had been adopted by 47 states and the
District of Columbla, leaving Hawali, Massachusetts and
Vermont the only Stateas that has yet to do so.

To understand why the LLC revelutionize the
decision on the type of entity to choose to operate a
business, a brief =«planation on what was avallable befare
LLC will be halpful. Prior te LLC, the general choices were
sole propriestorship, general partnership, limited partnership
and corporation. The formation and operations of these
different types of entity are governed by State laws. One
important aspect of the State law with regard to tha
diffarant types of entities is that it defines the extent of
the liabilities of the owners. The sole proprietor (a person
who operates a business In his/her own name), partners in a
general partnership and the general partner (GP) in a limited
partnership are parscanlly liable for the debts of the
business. ©On the other hand, the corporation but not the
shareholders (the owners) 1s liable for the corporation's
dabt. In other words, creditors of a business can only look
to the assets of the business for satisfaction of his/her
daebt if the business is a corporation. ©On the other hand,
they can seek parsonal assets of the sole proprietar and
partners to satisfy their claims if the assets in the
business is nmot sufficient. It is not difficult to
undaerstand the distinction. For example, if you own shares
of IBM, in the unlikely event that IBM goes bankecrupt, its
creditors cannot look to your money in your personal bank
accounts to pay off the debt. On the other hand, if you are
a partner of a general partnership such as a CPA firm, the
CPA firms*' creditors can go to your bank account or other
assets such as real eastate, stocks and bonds to satisfy their
claims if there ls not sufficient assets in the CPA firm to
pay of f much liabilities.

This distinction becomes a major consideration for
individuals whe wishes to limit the exposure on his/her
personal assets to his/her business creditors. The obvious
choice under this scenario is to start a business as a
corporation.

Unfortunataly the State Statues only define the
lagal boundaries, leaving the tax considerations to the hands
of the Internal Revenue Sarvice (IRS) and the Tax Departments
of the various State. The logic behind the liabillty
distinction is that in a sole proprietorship and a
partnership, the business is considered inseparable from its
owners whiles a corporation ls consldered a separate and
distinct entity from its owners. Under this logic, IRS and

the States consider income from sole proprietorahip and
partnerships as income to the individuval owners and partners.
But because corporations and the sharehclders are separate
legal entities, its income is subject to separate taxes. The
profits earned by the gorporation is first taxed at the
corporate level as corporation income tax. If the residual
amount is distributed to the shareholders in the form of
dividend, the shareholders are further reguired to pay Lincome
tax on the individual level based on the dividend received.
This results in what is generally termed as "double
taxation®.

The following example illustrates the difference in

federal taw alone between the sole proprietors and partners
on one hand and the corporate shareholders.

S§ole Proprietor/

Corporation Partnership
Net Profit 10, 000 10,000
Corp Tax, 15% (1,500) 0

Individual Tax, 28% (2,380) (2,800)

To provide incentive to individuals who undertake
the risk to build a business without the fear of jecpardizing
parsonal assets and not burdened with double taxation, IRS
created a hybrid business entity known as "Small
Corporations" (5 Corp). As a 5 Corp, for federal income tax
purposes, the 5 Corp is not required to pay corporation level
tax, The income is to be reported on the shareholder (s)
individual income tax return{s), resulting in one level tax
similar to partners in a partnership. Note that uplike the
LLC, the S Corp is not a business structure enacted by State
statues. Under State statues, a S Corp remains to be a
"ragular" corporation with limited liabilities to the
pharehclders. In a nutshell, a § Corp enjoys the limited
liability protection as a corporstion and the tax advantage
oI belng taxed as a partnersnip.

Since S Corp is net a legal structure but rather a
tax structure, individual States can have different
provisions for taxatlon on 5 Corp. For axample, New Jarsey
did not recognize 5 Corp until July of 1994 and New York City
up uptil now still does not recognize S5 Corp. Therefora, for
a carporation operating in MHew Yerk City, whilile its profit is
not subject to federal and state corporation income taxes, it
still has te pay New York City general corporation income tax
on lts profit.

Another types af business structure that is
somewhat similar to a S Corp iz & limited partnership. In a
limited partnership, the general partner (GP) ls personally
liable to the debts of the partnership but the limited
partners (LP) losses l= limited to his/her investments into
the limited partnership. In other words, the creditors of a
limited partnership cannot look to the personal assets of the
limited partnars to satisfy its debts. However, limited
parthers are not allowed to participate in the managemant of
tha business.
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Up to this point, ona may wondar why is there a
nead for a new form of entity with the knowlaedge that 5 Carp
and limited partnmership to a large extent provide the best of
both worlds, limlted liability without deuble taxatlon. The
ansver liesz in the fact that there are varicus limitations
undar both structure. As pointed ewaralier, in a limited
partnership, the limited partners cannot actively particpate
in the wanagement of the partnership. The limited partners
are mora like investors or silent partners instead of as
active business owners and entrepraneurs. As for £ Corp,
among other restrictions, the total number of shareholders
canpnot be more than 15, only ona class of stock is allowed,
all sharsholders sust have U.S5. status and cannot have
corporations as shareholders. With these restrictions, S
Corp and limited partnership are available options to some
but not to all potential bBusiness owners., For exXample, for
those mambars of the Association in international trade who
wigh to join hands with and an owverseas business partner who
does not have U.5. status [cltizenship or green card) or a
foreign corporation to start a business in the U.S,, the
corporation will not qualify as a S Corp. If limited
liabilities and active particlpation by both parties are
considerations, the only option available becomes a regular
corporation (C Corp] subject to double taxation.

All these considerations lead to the birth of the
LLC. Using the situation discussed in the preceeding
paragraph, baing a LLC, the forelgn entity can participate in
the managessnt of the business and there will be no double
taxation. IBS rules that 1f the LLC have no more than two of
the following four corporate characteristics: limited
liability, centralized management, free transferablity of
ownership interests, and continuity of life, the LLC is taxed
as a partnership. Again, when it 1s taxed as a partnership,
it only pays one level of tax. At the same time, it enjoys
the legal protection granted only to corporation prior to
LLC. Bat Af it fails this test, the LLC is to be taxed as a
corporation. It will be somewhat disastrous 1f after paying
the extra costs related to hotice to be published in two
newvspapers and the complicated legal papers required for the
formation of a LLC, the business ends up belng "“double taxed"
as & regular corporation. Careful planning under the
guidiance of your attorney is absolutely warranted.

Another situation where the LLC is a favorable
cholce i= for business in New York City, particularly for one
with r=al estate holdings in the City. Beform the LLC, the
gereral advice for a reel mstate corporation is to elect to
be taxed as a 5 Corp to avold double taxation. The double
taxation can be significant with anticipation of capital gain
from the aventual sale of the real property. But since New
York Clity does not recognize 8 Corp, the capital gain will
still be subject to 8.85% of New York City general
corporation Tax. A LLC will lower the tax to 4% in the form
of unincorporated busineass tax.

#hile there are various advantages, one should not
jump onto the LLC bandwagon without careful considerations.
In addition to the costs and complication associated with the
formation of LLCs, it is & relatively new form of doing
business. There are many tax and other lssues remained
unregolved, or uncleared at the minimum. For example, IRS
has yet to issue any ruling on one person LLC. Since LLC is
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developed based on limited partnership statues,
theoretically, a LLC will require more than one owner. There
are also the guestions of appointment of a tax matter person,
self employment taxes, passive activity rules applications,
and sc on. Another very important consideration for someone
who wishes to change its existing business form to LLC. Such
change is deemed to ba a liguidation/dissolution of the old
aentity and the formation of 2 new LLC, Such ligquidation in
some instances may result in significant tax considerations.
For example, "liguldation" of s corporation with real estate
hcldings which had appreciated in value over the years,
transferring the real estate to the new LLC is deemed to have
the property sold at current Zalc msarket value with the
proceed from thae Sale distributed to the shareholders as
liguidation dividend. This will result in capital gain taxes
based on the fair market value of the property ovar the
corporation tax basis on the corporate level and over the
individual shareholders' basis of their investment on the
individual level. WNeedless to say, the double taxation can
be very hefty. HNote that the real estate i3 not actually
sold. The sharehoclders will have to come up with the cash to
pay the double tax.

In summary. LLC is mot & “miracle drug® but it does
provide tax benefits and limited liability at the same time
in various situatiens. With careful planning and working
closely with your attorney and CPA, the LLC may be the best
tax savings vehicle avalilable for many years to came.
